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ARTCICLE VIIL
JUDICIAL DEPARTMENT.

1. The judicial power of the state shall be vested in a supreme court
of appeals, in circuit courts, and the judges thereof, in such inferior
tribunals as are herein authorized, and in justices of the peace.

SUPREME COURT OF APPEALS.

2. The supreme court of appeals shail consist of four judges, any
three of whom shall be a quorum for the transaction of business. They
shall be ¢electegl by the voters of the state, and hold their ofiice for the
term ot twelve years, unless sooner removedin the manner prescribed
by this constitution, except that the judges in oftice when this article
takes eftect shall remain therein until the expiration of their present
term of office.

3. It shall have original jurisdiction in cases of habeas corpus, man-
damus and prohibition. 1€ shall have appellate jurisdiction in civil
cases where the matter in controversy, exclusive of costs, is ot greater
value or amount than one hundred dollars; in controversies concern-
ing the title or boundaries of land, the probate of wills, the appoint-
ment or qualification of a personal representative, guardian, commit-
tee or curator; or concerning a mill, road, way, ferry or landing; or
the right of a corporation or county to levy toils or taxes, and alzo in
cases of guo warranto, habeas corpus, mandamus, certiorari and prohibi-
tion, and in cases involving frecduom or the constitutionality of a law.
It shall have appellate jurisdiction in criminal cases where tbhere bas
been a conviction for felony or misdemeanor in a circuit court, and
where & conviction bas been had in any inferior court and been
affirmed in a circuit court, and in cases relating to the public revenue,
the right of appeal shall belong to the state as well as the defendaut,
and such other appellate jurisdiction, in both civil and criminal caxes,
us may be prescribed by law.

4. Nodecision rendered by the supreme court of appeals shall be
considered as binding authority upon any of the inferior courts of'this
state, except in the particalar case decided,unless such decision is con-
curred in by at least three judges of said court.

5. When a judgment or decree is reversed or affirmed by the su-
preme court of appeals, every point fairly arising upon the record of
the case shall be considered and decided; and the reasons therefor
shall be concisely stated in writing, and ])1 escrved with the record of
the case; and it shall be the duty of the court to prepare a syllabus of
the points adjudicated in each c¢ase concurred iu by three of the judges
thereof, which shull be prefixed to the published report of the case.

6. A writ of error, supersedeas, or appeal shall be allowed only by
the supreme court of appeals or a judge thereof, upon a potition as-
signing error in the judgment, or proceedings of the inferior court.
aud then only after said court or judge shall have examined and con-
sidered the record and assignment ot errors, and is satistied that there
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1% error in the same, or that it presents a point proper for the consid-
sation of the supreme court of appeals.

7. If from any cause a vacancy shall oceur in the supreme court of
appeals, the governor shall issuc a writ of election to fill such vacancy
at the next general clection for the residuec of the term; and in the
meantime he shall fill such vacancy by appointment until a judge is
clected and qualitied. But if the unexpired term be less than two
years the governor shall fill such vacancy by appointment for the un-
expired term.

8. T'he ofticers of the supreme court of appeals. except the reporter
shall be appointed by the court, or, in vacation, by the judges thercof,
with the powcr of removal; their duties and compensation shall be
prescribed by law.

9. There shall be at least two terms of the supreme court of appeals
held annually, at such times and places as may be prescribed by law.

CIRCUIT COURTS.

The state shall be divided into thirteen circuits.  For the circuit
hercinafter called the first, two judges shall be elected, and for cach of
the other circuits one judge shall be eclected by the voters thercof.
Each of the judges so elected shall hold his oflice for the term of cight
years, unless sooner removed in the manner prescribed in this con-
stitution.

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13. Until otherwise provided by law, the state shall he divided into
the following circuits: ''he counties ot Brooke, IHancock, Ohio and
Marshall, shall constitute the first circuit; the countics of Monon-
galia, Marion and Ilarrison, the second; the counties of Préston,
Taylor, Barbour, Tucker and Randolph, the third; the counties of
Wetzel, Tyler, Ritchie and Doddridge, the foun,h the counties of
Wood, Wirt and Pleasants, the fifth; the counties of Clay, Gilmer,
Jackson, Roane and Calhoun, the sixth; the counties of l’ul,nam‘
Kanawba and Mason, the se\renth; the counties of Cabell, Wayne,
Lincoln and Logan; the eighth; the counties of McDowell, Mercer,
Raleigh, Wyoming and Buonc “the ninth; the counties of Green-
brior, Monroe, Summers, Fay ctte and Poc.lhonl.u the tenth; the
countics of Upslnn Lewis, Braxton, Nicholas and Webster, the
cleventh; the counties ot Grant, H.ndy, Hampshire, Mineral and
Pendleton, the tweltth; the (.ounuea ot Jetterson, Berkeley and Mor-
gan, the thirteenth. :

14. The legislature may re-arrange the circuits herein provided for
al any session thereof, next preceeding any general clection of the
judges of said circuits, and atter the year one thousand cight hundred

and eighty-eight, may, at any such session, increase or diminish the
number thereof.

16. Tho legislature shall provide by law for holding regular and
special terms of the circuit courts, where trom any cause the
Judge shall tail to attend, or, it in attendance, cannot properly pre-
side.

GENERAT, PROVISIONS.

16. All judges shall be commissioned by the governor. The salary
of a judge of the supreme court of appeals shall be two thousand Lwo
hundred dollars per annum, and that of a judge of the circnit court
shall be one thousand eight bundred dollars per annum ; and cach
shall receive the same mileage as members of the Legislature:  FPro-
wided, that Ohin county may pay an additional sum per annum to the
judges of tho circuit court thereof; but such allowance <hall not. bein-
crcased or diminished during the term of office of the judges to whom
it may bave been mado. No judge. during his term of oflice, siall
practice the profession of law or hold any other office, appointment or
public trust, under this or any other government, and the acceptance
thereof, shall vacate his judicial oftice. Nor shall he, during his con-
tinuance therein, be eligible to any political office.

17. Judges may beremoved from office by a concurrent. vote of both
houses of the Liegislature, whon from age, disoase, montal or bodily
infirmity or intemperance, thoy are incapable of discharging tho
dutics of their oflice. But two-thirds of all the members clected to
each house must concur in such vote, and the cause of removal shall
be entered upon the journal of each house. T'he judge against whom
the Legislature may be about to proceed shall receive notice thercof,
accompanied with the canse alleged ter his removal;, at least twonty
days before the day on which action is proposed to bo taken thorein.
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18. The voters of cach couniy shall elect a clerk of tho circuit
court, whose term of oftice shall be six years; his duties and compensa-
tion and the manner ot removing him from oflice shall be prescribed
by law ; aud when a vacancy shall occur in the office, the circuit
court or the judge thercof in vacation shall fill tho same by appoint-
ment until the next general election.  In any case in respect to which
the clerk shall be so situated as to make it improper for him to act,
the said court shall appoint a clerk to act therein.  The clerks of said
courts in office when this article takes etfect, shall remain therein for
the term for which they were elected, unless sooner removed in the
manner prescribed by law. *

The Legislature may establish courts of limited jurisdiction
within any county, incorporated city, town or village, with the right
ot appeal to the circuit court, subject to such limitations as may be
prescribed bv law; and all courts of limited jurisdiction heretofore
catablished in any county, incorporated city, town or viilage, shall re-
main as at present constituted until otherwise provided by law. The
municipal court of Wheeling shall continue in existence until other-
wise provided by law, and said court and the judge thereof, shall ex-

-ercise the powers and jurisdiction heretofore conferred upon them;
and appeals in civil cases from said court shall lie directly 1o the su-
preme court of appeals.

20. No citizen of this state who aided or participatoed in thelate war
between the government ot the United States and o part of the peo-
ple therceot. on cither side, shall be liable in any proceeding, civil or
criminal : nor shall his property be scized or sold under final process
issued upon judgments or decrees heretotore rondored, or otherwise,
because of any act doneinaccovdance with the usages of civilized war-
fare in the prosccution of said war. The Legislature shall provide,
by general laws, tor giving full force and eftfect Lo Lhis section.

21. Such parts of the common law, and of the laws of this state as
are in force when this article goes into operation, and are not repug-
nant thereto, shall be and continue the law of the state until altered
or repeided by the legislatnre. NI civil and criminal suits and pro-
ceedings pending in the former cirenit conrts of thisstate, shall remain
and be proceeded in befbre the circuit courts o the countiesin which
they wore pending.

COUNTY COURTS,

22. There shall bo in each county of the state a county court, com-
posed of three commissioners, and two of said commissioners shall
be a quorwm for the transaction of husiness. It shall hold four regu-
lar sessions in each year.at such times as may be fixed upon and
entered of record by the said court.  Provisions may be made by law
tor holding special sessions ot said court.

23. The commisgioners shall be elected by the voters of the county,
and hold their office for the term of six ycars, except that at the tirst
mecting of said commissionors they shall designate, by lot or other.
wise, in such manner as they may determine, one of their number,
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who shall hold his oftice for the term of two yecars, one for four years
and one for six years, so that ono shall be elected every two yecars.
But no two of said commissioners shall be elected from the same
magisterial district. And if two or more persons residing in the
sume district shall receive the greater number of votes cast at any
clection, then only the one of such persons receiving the highest num-
ber shall be declared elected, and the person living in another district,
who shall receive the next highest number of votes, shall be declared
clected. Said commissioners shall annually elect one of their number
as president, and each shall receive two dollars per day for his ser-
vices in court, to be paid out of the county tacasury.

24. The county courts, through their clerks, shall have the custody
of all deeds and other papers presented for record in their counties,
and the same shall be preserved thorein, or otherwise disposed of, as
now ig, or may be prescribed by law .They shall have jurisdiction in
ail matters of probate, the appointment and qualification of personal
representatives, guardians, committees, curators, and the settlement
of their accounts, and in all matters relating to apprentices. They
shall also, under such regulations as may be prescribed by law, have
the superintendence and administration of the internal police and
fiscal attairs of their counties, including the establishment and regu-
lation of roads, ways, bridges, public landings, ferries and mills, with
authority to lay and disburse the county levies. Provided, That no
license for tie sale of intoxicating liquors in any incorported city,
town or village, shall be granted without the consent of the
municipal authorities thereof, firat had and obtained. They shall,
in all cases of contest, judge of the election, qualification and
returns of their own members, and of all county and district
officers, subject to such regulations, by appeal or otherwise, as may
be prescribed by law,  Such courts may exercise such other powers,
and perform such other duties, not of a judicial nature, us may be
prescribed by law.  And provision may be made, under such regula-
tivns as may be prescribed by law, for the probate of willy, and for
the appointment and qualification of personal representatives, guar-
dians, committees and curators during the recess of the regular ses-
sions of the county court.  Such tribunals as have been hercetofore es-
tablizshed by the legislature under and by virtue of the thirty-fourth
scetion of the cighth articlo of the constitution of one thousand cight
Liundred and seventy-two, for police and fiseal purposes, shall, until
otherwise provided by law, remain and continue as at present consti-
tuted in the counties in which ticy have been respectively estab-
lished, and sball be and act as to police and fiscal matters in lieu ot
the county court created by this article until otherwise provided by
law.  And, until othe¢rwise provided by law, such clerk as is men-
tioned in the twenty-sixth section of this articte, shall ¢xercise any
powersand discharge any duties heretofore conferred on, or required
of any court or.tribunal established for judicial purposes under the
suid article and section of the conatitution of onoe thousand eight hun-
dred and seventy-two, or the clerk of such court or tribunal respect-
ively, respecting tho reecording and preservation of deeds and other
papers presented for record, matters of probate, the appointment and
qualification of personal representatives, guardians, committees, cura-
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tors and the settlement of their accounts and in all matters relating
to apprentices. -

25. All actions, suits and proccedings not embraced in the next pre-
ceding section, pending in a county court when this article takes ef-
fect, together with the records and papers pertaining thereto, as well
as all records and papers pertaining to such actions, suits and pro-
ceeding, as have already been disposed of by said courts, shall be
transmitted to and filed with the clerk of the circuit court of the
county, to which office all process outstanding at the time this article
goes into operation shall be returned; and said clerk shall have the
same power and shall perform the same duties in relation to such
records, papers and proceedings as were vested in and required of the
clork of the county court, on the day before this article shall take ef-
tect.  All such actions, suits and proceedings so pending as aforesaid,
shall be docketed, proceeded in, tried, heard and determined in all re-
spects by the circuit court, as if said suits and proceedings bhad orig-
inated in said court.

26. The voters ot cach county shall elect a clerk of the county
court, whose term of oflice shall be six yecars. His duties and com-
pensation, and the manner of his removal, shall be prescribed by law.
But the clerks of said courts, now in oftice, shall remain therecin for
the term for which they have been eclected, unless sooner removed
therefrom, in the manner prescribed by faw.

27. Each county shall be laid off into districts, not less than three
nor more than ten in number, and as nearly equal as may be in ter-
ritory and population. There shall be elected in each district con-
taining a population not exceeding twelve hundred, one justice of the
peace, and it the population exceeds that number, two such justices
shall be elected therein.  Ivery justice shall reside in the district for
which he was elected, and hold his oftice tor the term of four years,
unless sooner removed in the manner prescribed by law. The dis-
tricts as they now exist, shull remain till changed by the county
ceurt,

28. The civil jurisdiction of a jusiice of the peace shall oxtend to
actions of assumpsit, debt, detivue and trover, if' the amount elaimed,
exclusive of interest, does not exceed three hundreed dollars. The
jurisdiction of justices of the peace shall extend throughout their
county ; they shall bo conservators ot the peace. and have such jurisdie-
tion and powers in eriminai cases as may be preseribed by law. And
justices of the peace shall have anthority to take the acknowledgment
of deeds and other writings, adininister oaths, and take and cortify
depositions.  Anid the legislature may wive to justices such additional
civil jurisdiction and powers within their respective counties as may
be deemed expedient, under such regulations and restrictions as may
be prescribed by general law, except that in suits to recover money
or damages their jurisdiction and powers shall in no case exceed
three hundred dollars.  Appeals shall be allowed from judgments
of justices of tho peace in such manner as may be prescribed by law.

29. Tho legislature shall upon the application of any county, re-
form, alter or modify the county court established by this article in
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such county, and in lieu thercof, with the assent of a majority of the
voters ef such county, voting at an clection, create another tribunal
for the transaction of the business required to be performed by the
county court created by this article; and in such case. all the
provisions of this article in relation to the county court shall be ap-
plicable to tribunal established in licu ot said court.  And when such
tribunal has been established, it shall continue to act in licu eof the
county court until otherwise provided by law.

30. The oftice of commissioner and justice of the peace shall be
deemed incompatible. Vacancies in the office of commissioner, clerk
of the county court and justices of the peace shall be filled by the
county court of the county until the next general clection.

the Baltimore and Ohio railroad company within this state.

Wiuereas, On the one hand scrious complaints have been mado
against the Baltimore and Obhie railroad company on account of its
discriminating freight charges, and on the other hand the businoss

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and interest of shippers over the said railroad, who have bad the
_ benefit of special rates of freight charges, have been, or are about to
be disastrously affected by the withdrawal of such special rates; and

WHEREAS, 1t is claimed by tbe said company that it is advised that
such special rates are not warranted by a strict and technical construc-
tion of its charter, and that the recent withdrawal of such rates be-
came a necessity under a joint resolution now pending before the
Legislature, looking to the vacation of'its charter by quo warranto. pro-
ceedings ; and

Wnereas, It is a matter of primary importance to protect the
rights and interests ot all classes of shippers over the said railroad as
far as the same may be done at present; therefore, be it

Resolved by the Legislature of West Virginia:

1. That special rates of freight hereafter granted by the Baltimore
and Ohio railroad company during the time that this resolution shall
continue in force shall not be deemed or held a violation of the charter
of suid company. Provided, That when such special vates have been
granted to any shipper or shippers of freight at any point or station
on its railroud, upon any article, the same special rates shall be
granted to any other shipper by the car load. of the same or similar
article from the same peoint or station (or from any other point or
station having the same rates of chavge on the regular tarift list of
the company), unless such other station be a competing one; and pro-
vided further, that when such special vates are granted to any ship-
per, the local agent of the company at the point or station fromor Lo
which such article may be shipped. and the local agents at all other
stations that may be affected thereby (according to the foregoing prin-
ciple), shall be promptly notified of such special rates and instructed
to give other shippers by the car load the benefit of the same, on the
same or similar articles.  All persons shipping to the extent of one
full car load at one time from the same station shall have tho benetit
of the special rates aforesaid when granted to any otlier person, and
any attompt to evade the loreroing provisions by rebates, drawbacks,
or otherwise, shall be void.  But this shall not prevent the company
from changing such rates from time to time. provided tho rates arce
madoe upon the principles hercin stated. but there shall be no increase
on such rates during the time such rates are contracied for.

2 1t shall be the duty of the said railroad company to report Lo
the board of public works from time to time all special rates « santed
under the provisions ol the 1oregoing section, specifying tbe time
when geranted, the rate and the article or articles; and it shall be the
duty ot the said board to investigate all charges or complaints of vio-
lation of the provisions ot the said seetion, and to correct any abuses
that may be found to exist, and then, it necessary, to institute such
legal proceedings as may be necessary and proper to cnforce a com-
pliance with such provisions. '

3. Nothing in this resolution, exeept as herein otherwise provided.
shall be construed 1o waive any rizht or cause of action roserved to,
or vested in the state, or any citizen thereof. by the charter of’ the
said company, nor shall the same be construed to Waive any cause of
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action herctofore or heveafter accr uing to, or vested in the state, or
any citizen thereof, by reason of any violation of the char ter of, or
law governing said company, except as herein provided.

4. T'he provisions of this resolution shall apply to the Parkersburg
branch as well as to the main stem of the Baltimore and Ohio rail-
road, and also to the Valley branch ot the same so far as it is within
this state.

5. That by the acceptance by the Baltimore and Ohio railroad com-
pany of the provisions of this resolution, all proceedings under any
joint resolution dircecting legal p:mceduurs to be instituted aguinst
the said company, shall e suspended, but nothing in the resolution
shall be so construed as to prevent the institution of any legal pro-
ceedings which may be necessary to secure the just rights of the
])ubll(.

6. This resolution shall continue in force until otherwise provided
by law.
