Whereas, historically, little emphasis has been placed on
compensating teachers based on student performance; and

ladder programs that tie teacher professional advancement to
student achievement; therefore, be it

Resolved by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That the Joint Committee on Government and Finance 1is
requested to conduct a study to determine the value of implementing

a professional career ladder program for teachers tied to student
