7 Designating January 27, 2011, as “West Virginia Press Association

8 Day”.

9 Whereas, The West Virginia Press Association was founded in

10 June 1869, at which time there were fifty-two newspapers in

11 publication in the Mountain State; and

12 Whereas, Today the West Virginia Press Association represents

13 24 daily and 62 weekly newspapers in publication in the Mountain

14 State; and

15 Whereas, The exercise of a free press is fundamental to a

16 democratic society and the West Virginia Press Association promotes

17 the highest standards of journalism and respects the duty of a free

18 press to responsibly report the events and happenings of our state

19 to the public; and

20 Whereas, The West Virginia Press Association is dedicated to

21 the proposition that an active press committed to freedom of

22 opinion and expression to impart ideas and information to the

23 public is vital to democracy in West Virginia; and

24 Whereas, The West Virginia Press Association encourages
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1 collegiality, cooperation and fraternal good fellowship among

2 members of the newspaper industry as a means of reinforcing the

3 fundamental principles of a responsible free press; therefore, be

4 it

5 Resolved by the Senate:

6 That the Senate hereby designates January 27, 2011, as “West

7 Virginia Press Association Day”; and, be it

8 Further Resolved, That the Clerk is hereby directed to forward

9 a copy of this resolution to the West Virginia Press Association. 
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
