AN ACT to amend and rcenact article 7, chapter 64 of the Code of
West Virginia, 1931, as amendcd, rclatiﬁg generally to the
promulgation of administrativc rulcs by the Decpartment of
Rcvenue; lcgislative mandatc or authorization for the
promulgation of certain legislative rules by various exccutive
or administrative agencics of the state; authorizing certain of
the agencics to promulgatc certain legislative rules with various
modifications presentcd to and rccommendcd by the Legislative
Rule-Making Revicw Committee; authorizing ccrtain of the
agencics to promulgate certain lcgislative rules with various
modifications prescnted to and recommendcd by the Legislative
Rulc-Making Rcview Committcc and as amcnded by the
Legislaturc; authorizing certain of the agencics to promulgate
certain legislative rules in the form that the rules were filed in
the Statc Register; authorizing the Insurancc Commissioncr to
promulgatc a Icgislativc rulc relating to provider-sponsorcd
nctworks; authorizing the Athlctic Commission to promulgatc
a legislative rulc relating to mixcd martial arts; authorizing the
Racing Commission to promulgate a lcgislative rule rclating to
thoroughbred racing; authorizing the Racing Commission to
promulgatc a lcgislative rule rclating to grcyhound racing;
authorizing thc Racing Commission to promulgatc a Icgislative
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rulc rclating to pari-mutucl wagcring; authorizing the Lottcry
Commission to promulgate a legislative rule relating to state
lottery rules; and authorizing the State Tax Department to
promulgatc a legislative rule relating to the valuation of
commercial and industrial real and personal property for ad
valorcm property tax purposcs.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of West Virginia:

That article 7, chapter 64 of the Codc of West Virginia, 1931,

as amended, be amended and reenacted to rcad as follows:

ARTICLE 7. AUTHORIZATION FOR DEPARTMENT OF
