This rule
eshblishes procedures and standards applicable to the implementation ofthe Ron Yost Personal Assistance
Services Act.

519&1-2. Description of Program.

2.1. General Purpose. The West Virginia Legislature created and established the Ron Yost Personal
Assistance Services Actto make available personal assistance seryices forpersons with severe disabilities to
enable them to live in their oum homes and commrmities in lieu of more reshictive sefiings. Recipients of
personal assistance services are able to make decisions regarding the provision of services including but not
Iimitedto, hiring, training, managing, paying and terrrinating an assistant's employmenl

519&1-3. Board Membership, Length of Tems, Attendance, Officersn Expenssn and Meetings.

3.1 . Board Membership. The West Virginia Statewide lndependent Living Council (SILQ shall establish
a standing committee to function as the consumer directed board to direct the implemelrtation ofthe provisions
ofthisrule.

3.1.a The board shall be composed ofseven individuals with severe disabilities one ofwhom shall be
arepresentative ofthe SILC with a disability.

3.1 .a-l . Two ex-officio, non-voting members, in addition to the individuals named in subdivision
3. I .a ofthis rule, shall be the executive director of fhe SILC and the director of the Division of Rehabilitation
Services or his or her desipnee . The SILC may appoint
additional ex-officio, non-voting members as needed-

3.1.b. The council shall solicit board members from across the state using a variety of methods;
including newspaper ads, personal solicitations, etc.

3.1.c. The executive committee of the council shall make the final deterrrination of board
membership.

3.2- Members shall serve for terms ofthree (3) years.

3.2.c. The SILC representafive is limited interms onfy by his or her SILC membershipterm and atthe
discretion ofthe SILC executive conmittee.

3.3.a. The board shall appoint committsss as needed in the conduct of its business.
3.3.b. A quorum ofthe board is constituted by at least four members being present at least one of

whom shall be an officer.

3.3 .c. The board shall elect from among its membership, as offices, a chairperson, a vice-chairperson,
and a secretary at the October meeting ofthe board.

3.3.c.1. Officers shall serve one year terms with a maximum of two consecutive terms.

3.4. Members of the board shall receive reimbursement for reasonable and necessary expenses acfually
incurred in the performance oftheir duties as members ofthe board in accordance with stde travel regulations.
Members with disabilities may receive reimbursement for expenses including costs associated with personal
assistance, interpreters and disability-related accommodations when those costs are incurred in the course of
conducting the business of the board. Any reimbursement shall be authorized by the SILC chairperson and
shall be paid from moneys allocated each year by the legislature.

3.5. Board members who are absent from more than hre 50% of regularly scheduled meetings in a
calendar year shall be removed from the board by the SILC executive committee.

3.5.a The SILC executive committee shall appoint replacements to fill any vacancies.

Sl98-1-4. Program.

4.I. Application for Services. To apply for personal assistance services a person shall submit an
application to the Ron Yost Personal Assistance Services Board ion
Swiees- The bomd shall make a preliminary
eligibility determination based upon the program requirements for eligibili8 as de,scribed under progam
requirements in W. Va Code 18-10L4 (a) thedef,nitien

. Qase fhis preliminary assessment is made, the boar4 eennseler shall
schedule a functional assessment of the applicant with a ee*if;ed bomd approved provider within 30 days

unless there are no unoblieated funds available.

4.1.u The ee#if,ed bomd approved provider shall provide the board a copy of the firncfional
assessment within seven (7) calendar days of the assessment
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4.2. Oncethe functional assessment is obtaindthe€ensrnerdireeedboard shall reviewthe applicdion.

4.2.a The board shall review applications within 30 days ofthe firnctional assessment unless there are
no unobligated fonds available.

4.2.b- If there are no unobligated funds available, the board shall review applicafions at the next
regularly scheduled meeting ofthe board.

4.3. The board shall review applications using the following priorities:

4.3.a. To provide services to a person who would be placed in an institutional setting not of his or her
choice if he or she did not receive services under this progrm; and

4.3.b. To provide services to a person who would be able to leave m instihrtional setting md live in
his or her own community in a sefting of his or her own choice if he or she received seryices under this
program; and

4.3.c. To Thebeard*hdl award money for services under this program to all other applicants on a
first seme come, first served basis.

4'.4. Once a person is determined eligible for services, the board shall contact the-Divisien-ef
ffi the recipient of services in uriting. The written noffication shall include:

4.4.a The number ofhours the person is eligible to receive personal assistance services based on the
functional assessment and the availability of funds;

4.4.b. The approved start date for these services;

4.4.c. Any haining the recipient may need in order to manage a personal assistan! and

4.4.d,. The rate at which the recipient is to be reimbursed.

4.5. The recipient shall agree to obtain services from other entities if it is later determined he or she is
eligible for personal assistance services from another entity, including burt not limited to, the Medicaid Waiver
Program.

4.5.a Recipients shall remain eligible for services under this program until they begin receiving
services from another entity.

4.6. If there are no unobligated ftnds available, the board Dhvisien-ef-Iffi shall
establish a waiting list of those individuals eligible for services.

5198-1-5. Appeals.

5.1. ffa person disasrees with a decision ofthe board regarding eliqibility or the parameters of senrices
approved. Tfe persen b deterrnlned nd he or she may appeal the
decision to the SILC executive commiffee in writing within 30 (thirty) days ofreceipt ofwriten noffication.

5.1.a The executive committee shall hear and review the appeal n'ithin 10 (ten) working days of
receipt ofthe written appeal
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5.1 .b. The executive committee shall send fu written decision to the appellmt within 5 (fwe) working
days ofthe decision.

5.1.c. The decision of the executive committee is final.

519&1-6. Funding.

6.1 . Five (5%) percent of the funds allocated by the legislafme will be designded for the bomd to use for
adminishative costs. The Division ofRehabilitation Services or its contracted adminishatormay use another
two Q%) percent of the firnds for administration of the program; for a total of seven (7Yo) percent
administrative costs.

6.2. The West Virginia Division ofRehabilitation Services shall not receive any reimbursement fiom the
firnd established under this rule in order to complete t}e fimctional assessrnent.

6.3. The program shall function within a budget developed and approved by the board provided the
budget is consistentwith the requirements of W. Va. Code $18-10L and this legislative rule.

519&1-7. Sliding Scale.

7.1. The board shall determine tle'level of financial assistance to an applicant" m par! based on the
applicant's adjusted annual income at the time of the review. The board shall review this information on a
yearly basis.

7.L.a^ The applicant's adjusted annual income shall be determined by calculatingthe applicant's
annual net eamed income and subtracting any allowable deductions. Only the applicant's income shall be
considered: neither the applicant's other financial assets nor the income or assets ofhis or her fanity, f -y,
shall be considered. Eamed income includes all money received forpersonal services, such as wages, salaries,
tips, commissions, and fees. Funds received by the applicant from Workers' or Unerrployment Compensdion,
pension, SSDI, SSI, alimony, child supporf and other sources shall be entered into calculated total income.

7.1.b- Deductions:

7.L.b.1. The total annual income shall be reduced by the annual amount of all non-elective
withholdings other than garnishments, and by the amormt of any elective withholdings for medical or
hospitalization premiums- Non-elective withholdings are those which are not atthe discretion of the wage
earner. Garnishnents are payments of private debts and therefore ae considered as net income-

7.1.b.2. The applicant's total annrral earned income shall be reduced by $3,000 for the first
dependent (not including the applicant), $2,000 for the second dependen! and $1,000 for each dependent
thereafter- Each dependent claimed shall qualiff as a depeirdent under the United States Internal Rwe,nue
Service code; except tttat a famity member with gross earned income exceeding $7,500 annually shall not be
considered as being dependent upon the applicant.

7.1-b-3- The applicant's total annual earned income shall be reduced by ttre amount of the
applicant's necessary expenses relaJed to the disability, if any. These expeffies may include annual costs for
medication, medical supplies, adaptive clothing and simital expenses. Non-expendable items such as

wheelchairs, braces, van modifications, liffs, ramps, etc., shall be depreciated at a rate of 25% per year based
on original purchase costs, except fhose items harring an original pwchase cost of $1,500 or less may be
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claimed in a single year al the applicant's election- Only thaf portion of a disabih'ty-related expense not
reimbursed by any third-patty may be slaimed-
