Your committee of conference on the disagreeing votes of the two houses as to the amendments 

of the House to Engrossed Committee Substitute for Senate Bill 241 having met, after full and 

free conference, have agreed to recommend and do recommend to their respective houses, as 

follows: 

That the Senate agree to the amendments of the House of Delegates to the bill and that 

both houses agree to a new title, to read as follows:   

S. B. 241 – “A Bill to amend and reenact §39-1-11 of the Code of West Virginia, 1931, as 

amended, relating to writings to be recorded under the direction of the county clerk; permitting the 

clerk, with authorization from the county commission, to scan and make available online when 

financially feasible certain documents in electronic form rather than in well-bound books, not 

prepare indices in separate books, and replace existing books by scanning them in approved 

electronic format; requiring that existing books be retained; providing exception to retention of 

books; requiring that copies of documents in electronic format are stored on an off-site server;
