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The West Virginia Board of Education consists of nine members
who must be citizens of the State; appointed by the Governor, by
and with the consent of the Senate for overlapping terms of nine
years. No more than five of the appointed members may bclong to
the same political party. No person shall be eligible for appointment
tc membership who is a member of any political party executive
committee or Lolds any other public office or public employment
under the federal government or under the government of the State
or any of the political subdivisions. No member of the board may
be removed from office except for official misconduct, incompetence,
neglect of duty or gross immorality and then only in the manner
prescribed by law for the removal by the Governor of State elective
officers. At least six meetings shall be held each year upon its own
resolution or at the call of the president. Members serve without
compensation but are reimbursed for actual expenses incident to the
performance of their duties. The secretary who is appointed by the
board keeps a record of its proceedings and performs such other
duties as the board may prescribe.

Subject to and in conformity with the constltunon and laws of
West Virginia, the Board of Education determines the educational
policies of the State except as to the West Virginia University and
Potomac State College, selects the State Superintendent of Free
Schools, and makes rules for carrying ino effect laws and policies
of the State relating to education. The State Board shall have
general control, supervision and management of the business and
educational affairs of all State colleges and the West Virginia School
for the Deaf and Blind.

Acting as the State Board of Vocational Education, the State
Board of Education administers and controls the state plans for
vocational rehabilitation.

The State Board of Vocational Education, Division of Vocational Rehabilitation
was established by the 1945 Legislature, Chapter 18, Art. 10A (Code). As such
it is authorized and directed to cooperate with the federal government to provide
rehabilitation to disabled persons. Board appoints the director who recommends
necessary personnel and establishes appropriate administrative units with the
approval of the board. Director makes regulations, submits an annual report to
the board, requisitions the disbursement of all rehabilitation funds, and takes such
other action as necessary to provide rehabilitation services.

The state director, under the direction of the board, operates the agency under
State Plans approved by the Vocational Rehabilitation Administration, and the
Social Security Administration, Department of Health, Education, and Welfare;
the Governor; and the Board. Director is authorized by law to receive gifts and
determine eligibility for service.

The Board is also authorized to establish’ and operate rehabilitation centers
and workshops and to promulgate rules and regulations for operation of such
facilities in the state by public or voluntary agencies and to certify workshops
as eligible to sell products to the state.

The West Virginia Board of Health was created by the 1949
Legislature, and consists of nine members, who are appointed by
the Governor, by and with the consent of the Senate. The mem-
bers are appointed for a term of nine years, except the initial ap-
pointments. Three members of the board are physicians or surgeons
holding the degree of doctor of medicine; one dentist; one osteo-
pathic physician; one pharmacist; one hospital representative; and
two representative citizens. Members of the board do not receive
compensation for services, but are reimbursed for actual and nec-
essary travel and other expenses incurred in the performance of
their duties.

The State Board of Health assumes all the duties, rights, powers,
and obligations and liabilities formerly assumed by the State de-
partment of health, the public health council, and the commissioner
of health. The board appoints the State Director of Health, de-
termines his salary, and the director serves at the will and pleasure
of the board. The board has supervision and control of the business,
physical administrative and medical affairs of the department of
health, and has advisory medical supervision of all the state in-
stitutions. The board is charged with the responsibility of licensing
hospitals and related institutions, and the construction of hospitals
and health centers under Public Law 725. The board is author-
ized to make rules and regulations and to approve plans and ap-
pointments of qualified local health authorities; promulgate regu-
lations under the public heaith laws to approve the plans of coop-
eration for the formation of combined local health departments;
maintains division of vital statistics; promotes immunization and
sanitation, supervises sewage disposal and public water supplies.

With at least one detachment in each county and a fleet of two-way
radio equipped vehicles, the state police handle a large share of the
investigation of major crime and apprehension of dangerous crimi-
nals, and take primary responsibility for patrolling the highways,
enforcing the traffic laws and preventing motor vehicle accidents,
besides many miscellaneous services in the public interest, including
duty at the scene of emergencies, riots or disaster.

The Board of Commissioners hears charges filed against any officer
